REQUIRED INSURANCE TO BORROW
THE BICYCLE RODEO TRAILER
In order to borrow the Bicycle Rodeo Trailer, the Utah Highway Safety Office requires that the borrower possess the following type of insurance:

The insurance MUST:
· Cover general liability;

· Provide coverage for at least $1 million in personal and property liability;

· Cover Borrower's borrowing and use of the Bicycle Rodeo Trailer, bicycles, and equipment, and towing of the trailer;

· List Borrower as an insured;

· List the Utah Department of Health's Emergency Medical Services Bureau (“EMS”) as an additional insured.

Obtaining Liability Insurance
Many borrowers may already possess similar types of insurance. Most insurance providers will happily modify the borrower's insurance so that it covers the Bicycle Rodeo Trailer and lists EMS as an additional insured.

If the borrower does not possess this type of insurance, it may be easy for the borrower to get such insurance. Many major insurance providers offer this type of insurance for a low premium; many offer the insurance for a small cost to cover a one-time bicycle rodeo. As well, many insurance providers are happy to sponsor bicycle rodeos free of charge, providing the liability insurance and additional equipment and promotion at no cost in order to teach children safety around bicycles and traffic. Even if the borrower already has sufficient insurance, the borrower may want to contact its insurance provider to find out whether the provider is interested in sponsoring the bicycle rodeo.

Providing Proof of Insurance
All borrowers are required to prove that they have the type of insurance listed above. The easiest way to prove possession of this insurance is to ask the borrower's insurance provider to issue a “Certificate of Liability Insurance”: the certificate will list the borrower as the insured, the type of liability insurance, and the dollar amount of liability coverage the insurance provides. In addition, the provider likely can modify the certificate to also state that the insurance covers a bicycle rodeo and towing of the bicycle rodeo trailer and that EMS is an additional insured. Many providers will also simply provide a letter describing the borrower's liability insurance. Borrowers are encouraged to contact their insurance providers about obtaining this proof.
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
